· Three lenses: personal, interpersonal, institutional/cultural

· Critically reflect on your own teaching practice.
Personal
· Involves looking at how the individual made meaning of the situation.  Think about the people involved:

· Yourself – how did you make meaning of the situation, what influenced your thinking about a situation?

· What did each child take from the situation?

· What might others have understood from the situation, e.g. parents, associates, other staff?

· Think about it from different perspectives 
Interpersonal
· Reflect on the influence of the interrelationships between people, places, things.

· How did those involved influence what took place?

· How did children influence each other?

· How did you influence the children?

· How did the children influence you?

· How did other teachers influence the situation?

· How did the environment influence what took place (places, things, other things happening)?
Institutional/Cultural
· In what way did the philosophy and practices of the centre impact on your practice and situations you were involved in?

· In what way were your practices influenced by the community and cultural context of the centre?

· How was your practice influenced by the history of early childhood and the history of the centre itself?
