FINAL TEACHING PRACTICUM  2011
After an initial observation time of one period, with each class, we would like the student teachers to:

1
Teach a series of linked lessons and or units.

2
Teach across two different levels or two different curriculum areas.

3
Teach a minimum of 12 hours per week for 2 weeks, with one week being an 0.8 Year One teachers load 
(=15 hours per week)
This is the final practicum in the course.

NOTE
Student teachers are not permitted to act as relief teachers.

Their programme should incorporate the planning and teaching of linked lessons or a topic, including the setting and marking of an assessment activity on the block of lessons or topic

Students have identified specific goals for this practicum with their supervising lecturers.  Please encourage students to share these with their associate teachers so that they can support their ongoing development as teachers.

Teachers should ensure that student teachers discuss their plan for the block of work or topic before teaching begins.  After the teaching programme has started, student teachers will seek lesson comments (some of which will be written) from Associate Teachers.

Could you please familiarise student teachers with:

1 The referral system regarding student management and disciplinary procedures.

2 The school's Health and Safety Policy, including procedures for the recording and notification of incidents necessitating First Aid.

OVERALL  REPORT

We ask that each Associate Teacher completes a Teaching Practice Report Form and Indicators Overview Report and discusses them with the student teacher at the end of the teaching practice section.
Student teachers particularly appreciate assistance with, and access to, appropriate resources.

We would appreciate the opportunity for them to:

3 be assigned to a FORM/GROUP teacher to observe and help with administration, activities, etc
4 assist (but not be given sole responsibility) with supervision duties out of the classroom
5 assist (but not be given sole responsibility) with the running of co-curricular activities
6 assist (but not be given sole responsibility) with examination/test/assessment supervision
Practicum Outcomes

Practicum

· 7 weeks

· Planning initially with Associate support, then with full responsibility
· Teaching linked lessons 

· Teaching units of work

· Full responsibility for a programme for 2 weeks, one week to be 0.8 of full time 
(= 15 hours per week)
This is the final practicum in the course.

Practicum Expectations

Student teachers will:

· Develop planning with Associate teacher support and advice

· Have all planning checked and approved by Associate Teacher before they teach

· Be involved in at least one co-curricular activity – managing, coaching or assisting

· Be involved with a form or group and their teacher

· Attend:

· Staff briefings

· Staff meetings

· Departmental meetings

· Do duty with a member of staff
