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Endowment Fund Policy

Policy on the Allocation of Funds for Postgraduate Students

An Endowment Fund, set up by the former Dunedin College of Education prior to the merger, has made available $8000 per year to support postgraduate students in Masters or Doctorate research within the University of Otago College of Education.
Who Can Apply?

PhD, EdD, and MA (full-time and part-time) students who are not already permanent full-time staff in the College of Education would be eligible to apply.

What Can Be Funded?

Students could apply for support for the following: 

· Fieldwork costs (eg. transcribing, travel to research archives) 

· Conference attendance if presenting a paper or poster. Students are expected to apply to the Humanities Division for conference money but it is possible that students might apply for additional support if the costs of attendance are high) 

· Publication costs (eg. copyright costs, photographic costs, editorial assistance).

· Specific computer costs such as software necessary for data processing (eg. Nvivo, SPSS) or memory storage devices for transferring data.  Other computer costs are excluded – see below.

· A cap of $1000 maximum would apply per student. 

What Cannot Be Funded?

The following categories are not eligible for funding:
· Computers, which are normally, purchased through Divisional or University Equipment funds. 

· Basic costs of the copying, printing, computer use, library interloans, and communications that are provided for in Departmental allocations.

· Library purchases that are covered by Departmental Library allocations.

· Other costs that can be covered from other funds from the College or the University.

What is the Application Process?

Applications will be invited during September.  The deadline for applications will be set for ….   ……..  2…   at 5pm. 

It will be possible for students to apply at other times.   A subcommittee of at least three members of the postgraduate committee would be convened to make decisions about applications.

All applications should be submitted to Academic Support Officer, Postgraduate Studies using the application form for Allocation of Funds for Postgraduate Students.  The form is obtainable from the Academic Support Officer, Postgraduate Studies.
· The Postgraduate Committee will review applications; notification of awards and release of funding will be made within one month of approval.  

· Receipt of funding requires evidence of ethical approval for the research being conducted.

· Receipt of funding requires evidence of the expenditure of other potential sources for funding.  

· Receipt of funding requires evidence of completion of the University’s Maori Consultation process.

· Receipts are required for reimbursements.
