Te Whatu Ora - Southern awards funding has been re-packaged in a way that allows Te Whatu Ora - Southern staff to apply for research funding at any time during the year

The Applications will be assessed by the Health Research South Board, and advisors where appropriate. 
Objective of the funding 

Projects should 
· be a clinical research project/activity, or have a focus of Te Whatu Ora - Southern service delivery
· result in tangible patient or organisational outcomes

· align with Te Whatu Ora - Southern priorities
Eligibility

This funding is for

· Te Whatu Ora - Southern staff
· projects which do not already have access to DSM or other agency funding

Applications which do not meet this criteria will not be accepted
Amount of funding
There is no set limit for funding, however, be aware that the total funding pool for this research support is $25,000 in any one year. Grants from these funds come from the HRS Health Research Fund and will be provided at the discretion of HRS. While HRS wishes to encourage a variety of research in Te Whatu Ora - Southern, applications, including funding sought, will be assessed on their merits and allocations will be made accordingly. 

Due Date

There is no specific due date for this funding. Applications can be made at any time during the year. However, please be aware this is a limited pool. Applicants are encouraged to contact Health Research South for details of fund availability.
Application

Applications for grants to fund health research must be made in the format detailed below.

· Project name

· Applicant details (title, name, job title, department, directorate, email, phone) 

· Statement of eligibility

· Background and rationale for project including alignment of the research with Te Whatu Ora - Southern priorities
· Objectives of this research project
· *Methodology (summary)
· Key references
· Proposed timeframe

· **Budget table (GST exclusive)
· The CV of the applicant including any relevant research experience
· Endorsement from appropriate Te Whatu Ora - Southern line manager including confirmation that the  time and any resource required to carry out the research is approved 
*Methodology – successful applications will need to develop a full methodology prior to study initiation for the purposes of ethical review Locality Authorisation. Health Research south staff are available to provide support and guidance if required.
**Budget – all applicants are required to provide a breakdown of proposed funding. Please include as many relevant details as possible. 

The application (excluding CV, endorsement and budget table) should extend to no more than two A4 pages, and be in a Font size no smaller than 12 point. 

Reporting Requirements

Successful applicants are required to provide a report to Health Research South within one month of completion of the study. This report should outline the likely benefits to themselves, their patients, or the Te Whatu Ora - Southern and indicate how the knowledge gained will be shared with colleagues. 

Assessment of the study

Applications will be assessed on the following:

· importance and quality of the research or related activity

· summary research methodology is sound
· ability of research to be translated into patient outcomes and/or clinical practice and/or service improvement

· alignment with Te Whatu Ora - Southern priorities
· funding sought is appropriate to the project

· applicant background and experience

· Te Whatu Ora - Southern manager endorsement
