Eligibility:  Applications are invited from all staff of the Faculty of Medicine - Dunedin 
· whose appointment at the Faculty of Medicine - Dunedin includes research FTE, and
· who have confirmed salary for at least one year beyond the proposed project end date.
Applicants should note: 
· A total of $107,000 is available. Requests for funding in the range of $10,000 - $55,000 are expected. Requests for more funding must demonstrate exceptional strategic value.
· Applications will be reviewed by a panel chaired by the Associate Dean Research. The panel will recommend the award to the Dean of the Faculty of Medicine - Dunedin.
· Results of the funding will be notified by mid-November 2025. 
· Applicants are advised to utilise the Research Administration System (RAS), to create a “Quotation Record” to ensure their budget is adequate.
· You are welcome to contact your Research Advisor prior to the submission date for advice or review.
· The reporting requirements will be set out in the award letters. A final report will be required within three months of the completion of the study. 
· Applicants who have overdue final reports for previous grants are asked not to apply.  
· The Application Form follows. Note the page limit for Section 2. Late or non-compliant applications will be deemed ineligible. 
· The Otago Medical School Foundations Trust is not a source of salary for the Principal Investigator, other indirect salaries, overheads or funding to support stipends for summer research, Masters or PhD students. Requests for a piece of equipment costing more than $2,000 or conference related expenses will not be funded.  
· Applications for projects to support or to strengthen applications that were highly ranked but unsuccessful with the HRC, Marsden, or MBIE are encouraged.
Studies in the areas below are encouraged since some bequests specifically target these areas.

Assessment Criteria
Assessment of the Applicant:
1. While experienced researchers are encouraged to participate, special consideration will be given to applications led by well-supported staff with limited research experience or early in their research career.
Assessment of the Study:
2. The feasibility and quality of the research idea and study design. Timelines will be scrutinised as all funds must be used by 31st December 2026.
3. The extent to which the application represents the development of a research theme, idea or hypothesis that has potential for growth.
4. The extent to which this project seeks to support or address Māori Health Advancement. This includes collaborative and empowering approaches.
5. The potential for this project to lead to work that attracts future funding by external organisations, specifically considering their funding priorities.
Assessment of the Wider Team:
6. The collaborative expertise and ability of the team to complete the research. This includes an evaluation of their track record, in particular how the team has utilised previous DSM-administered grants to develop their research programme or group.
